Log files
Log files allow us to record visitors' use of the site. No one other than website management staff has access to this
information and this data is never shared with external organisations. We use this information to analyse the website
usage and improve the usability for visitors.
Log files do not contain any personal information and they are not used to identify any individual patterns of use of the
site.
